Dispensations – Some Judeo – Christian Bible Researchers, Teachers, Evangelists, and men of God believe there are seven (7) Primary Dispensations, and\ or time frames of Biblical human history as follows:
Biblical Dispensations are one of those concepts that most well meaning Christians would say, “Dispensation(s)?” why, it is not mentioned in Judeo – Christian Scripture! And they would be correct.

However, I contend it is born out of Bible witness, and permits the dedicated Bible student to recognize the stages of the process the LORD God has continued use of for creating the human race in His likeness as described in Genesis 1:26 through Genesis 1:28! And even today, the process is ongoing; being spread out over thousands of years, since Adam!

And let us also say it this way: The concept of Bible Dispensations is inherent information of knowledge (i.e., understanding) of Bible Scripture revealed by the Holy Spirit; much like the word “Rapture” not appearing in written Judeo – Christian Bible Text! But we understand and know by Bible study and analysis; the Holy Spirit working with us to see Biblical Truths; that “Rapture” has the meaning of, “catching away of Saints by the Lord Jesus Christ”!

Some modern day Bible Scholars\ Teachers\ Men of God agree that there shall be seven (7) Dispensations and then the human race will have begun the, “Perfect Age of FOREVER, or Eternal Living”!

Initial Creation of the Man Adam in the Image of God

Gen 1:26  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that crept upon the earth. 

Gen 1:27  So God created man (Adam) in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them (Adam and Eve). 

Gen 1:28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moved upon the earth. 
And so we see that God created the man Adam! But it turned out the creation of Adam was only the beginning of God creating man (human kind) in His image; after His likeness, because Adam sinned (and Dear friends, God does not sin!).

Thus, man fell from the image God created him, which was the image of God; after the likeness of God!

Now, since God knows everything and nothing surprises Him can we say God knew Adam would fall? And therefore require additional steps\ processes\ stages of development to finally get man (the human race) created in His image and likeness.

Therefore, “Dispensation(s)” of necessity are manifest; or stages of God dealing with creating man in His image over thousands of years; and requiring many generations, that there not be any fall when He is done! And so, I am persuaded the reasons God chose to continue recovery of man unto Himself (His image\ after His likeness\ His eternalness) is that His word not be broken, and because of “His Great Love”.

There are modern day Bible Scholars\ Teachers\ Men of God that agree there shall be seven (7) Primary Dispensations and then the human race will have begun the, “Perfect Age of FOREVER, or Eternal Living”!

The sixth (6th) Dispensation: 

Our present day Dispensation is the Dispensation of Grace because Jesus (being the perfect obedient Son of God and son of man) sacrificed Himself to pay the sin debt of all human kind ever akin to God. However, it saddens me to say “all human kind have not in the past, nor presently, take advantage of the gift and sacrifice of Jesus”. 

Promises from God are now given, through His Mercy and Grace (Jesus Christ), for every human creature; their sins forgiven (Halleluiah; Halleluiah; Halleluiah, and Amen)! And His offer of forgiveness includes eternal living before (or in) His presence, when we believes His promises; asking for forgiveness of our sins in the name of Jesus!

This present Dispensation has continued since the resurrection of Jesus, which have been approximately, “1990 years (or 2024 A.D. minus 34 A.D.; the time of the resurrection of Jesus)”!

Dispensation (6) of Grace also began in the middle of the last week of Daniel’s seventieth (70th) week, or at 69 ½ Weeks!
The Son of God; Jesus, who is also the son of man, because He was born of the virgin, Mary, to die in sacrifice for the sins of the human race! And the LORD God was pleased to see His sacrifice from the foundation of the world! 

Jesus brought the New Covenant with Him; accomplishing to His purpose through Covenant Sacrifice planned of His Father from foundation of the world!

The Primary elements of His Covenant are forgiveness of sin, and eternal life in an incorruptible body of the kind He (Jesus) returned from the dead with, at His resurrection!

Dispensation (6) of Grace has the “Resurrection Rapture” of the saints (or the Church) as the next milestone (which shall be even more awesomely spectacular than as Noah’s Flood), which shall occur as described in Revelation Chapter 6:12 through 7:17. And it would seem this Dispensation (6) of Grace continues through Tribulation events of Revelation Chapters 8 through 19. Then, according to Revelation Chapter 20:1 through 20:6, Dispensation (7) of Righteousness & Peace begins and continues a thousand (1000) years! 

During the thousand (1000) years of Dispensation (7), Satan shall be bound in the bottomless pit!
Today, this Dispensation of Grace (the sixth (6th) Dispensation) brings us to about 6100 years of the “human creation process” unto the likeness of God, since the creation of Adam. And the process shall continue until fulfilled, when Jesus appears the second (2nd) time on the Planet!

The fifth (5th) Dispensation:

The previous (or fifth (5th)) Dispensation was the “Dispensation of Law”, which speaks of the perfect will of the LORD God set in place; passing His Commandments by Covenant to Israel through Moses that they should live by them (Commandments), and evangelize the world of their day of Him (God), by them (Laws\ Commandments from the LORD God); the True God of Heaven and Creation. 
But we know Israel stumbled severely on two (2) primary occasions; resulting in the ten (10) Northern Tribes of Samaria ceasing to be a Nation forever, at the hands of Assyrian defeat in 722 B.C.! And the second occasion of their stumbling was the Southern Tribes (Judah, Benjamin, and Simeon) at Jerusalem became captives in 586 B.C. by Babylon’s Nebuchadnezzar, and they were exiled for 70 years until the LORD God brought them into their land of promise again (but Northern Israel never recovered as a Nation)!

The LORD God sent prophet after prophet (beginning with the prophet Elijah); warning them to come away from false god and idol worship, and recommit to Him (the only true God of Heaven & Creation, and the God of their Fathers)!
This fifth (5th) Dispensation continued for about 1500 years before ours today; the sixth (6th) Dispensation of Grace began! It is accepted that this is also the beginning event of the Church Age, which was at the Acts Chapter two (2) infilling of the Holy Sprit; after Jesus resurrection from the dead, and ascension into Heaven again!
As this Dispensation (5) was coming to a close, God sent His Son Jesus (with the New Covenant)! And New Testament Judeo - Christians Gospels provides detailed accounts of His Birth, Ministry, Sacrifice (or death), and Resurrection from the dead to life again!

It is at the very close of this Dispensation (5); that Jesus having received the Holy Spirit  without measure from His Father in Heaven, during the event of His John the Baptist baptism by water; in turn sent the Holy Spirit on Pentecost to His followers (the Church) after His death, resurrection, and ascension into Heaven! 

The first four (4) Dispensations were lived out during past generations beginning with Adam, and our descriptions are as provided below:
· The Dispensation (1) of Innocence, continued less that 100 years, or ended when Adam sinned
Gen 2:7  And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. 

Every other creature the LORD God created as described in Genesis Chapter 1 was not breathed into; only the man was breathed into! And so, we see God purposed to put something of Himself into the man, which caused man to become a breathing living soul. Therefore, as near as we are able to determined no other creature of Genesis Chapter 1 has a “soul”!

Also refer to the paragraph below in titled, “The Kinsman Redeemer”.
· The Dispensation (2) of Conscience, began after Adam’s sin and continued about 1600 years, or until the flood of Noah ended, which the LORD God delivered Noah and his family to safety
Men then and now knew the difference between good and evil; and yet chose not to honor God by doing the good, but indulged in evil to the extent their minds were on evil continually (much like today). Thus, the reason God sent the Flood upon the Earth during the time of Noah, whom God declared righteous, because Noah believed in God. And it was after the Flood in this Dispensation the LORD God introduced “Covenant” to Noah and his seed, declaring that He would not destroy the Earth by flood again!
· The Dispensation (3) of Government, continued about 500 years; beginning after the flood, and until the death of Noah and his son Shem
Immediately after the Flood and for a time, Noah and his family were the only human creatures on the Planet. And it would seem the only land animal creatures were of those that Noah brought with him in the Ark! And so, this was the first time, since Adam, the LORD God began another population of human kind on the Planet, whose minds were not on evil continually! The next time this type of effort is scheduled to take place, shall be when Jesus appears the second (2nd) time, and the “Dispensation (7) of Righteousness & Peace” continues for a thousand (1000) years! 
· The Dispensation (4) of Promise, continued about 500 to 600 years; beginning with Abraham, and continuing until Moses
And its beginning is usually agreed to be the time God spoke to Abraham about blessing him through Covenant Promise with a son according to faith, grace and promise! Therefore, Abraham’s offspring resulting from this son of Covenant Promise\ Faith & Grace would be blessed of God forever! And not only would Abraham’s progeny receive blessings, but the whole world also!

And so, we see the purpose of God in blessing, was not just for Abraham and his offspring alone, but the whole Gentile world too should be blessed, throughout eternity!

It is during the time of this Dispensation (4) the LORD God reveals the level of importance He places on Birthright, which speaks to the method God uses to pass “Covenant Promises Inherited” to the next generation. 

Since Esau being the eldest of Isaac’s two (2) covenant sons (Esau & Jacob) did not place much importance on his Birthright (or being first born), God allowed the Birthright inheritance to pass to Jacob; whom did very much appreciate the things of God!

This Dispensation (4) of Promise was overtaken by the Dispensation (5) of Law when God called Moses to Ministry; leading the Covenant People, Israel of promise out of Egyptian bondage (having become about 6,000,000 in number with women and children).
The seventh (7th) and final Dispensation shall be the “Dispensation of Righteousness & Peace”, when Jesus shall return (or appear the second (2nd)) time and rule the Earth, just as in Heaven for a thousand (1000) years! There shall be Great Tribulation from God at His initial return, as He solidify\ consolidate\ establish His reign upon the Planet. We can expect those events as “prophesied and described” in the Book of Revelation to occur!

See Revelation Chapter 20:4 through 20:6. 

And when the thousand (1000) years are expired, Satan shall be loosed out of his prison, 

Those that lived during the thousand (1000) years of the Dispensation (7) of Righteousness & Peace had no deception\ temptation(s). But now that Satan is loosed to deceive the Nations, the evaluation of their sincerity to be with Christ Jesus is revealed, as Satan is now present with his deception(s)!

And (he; Satan) shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four (4) quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog (this army of Gog, and Magog is another generation of Gog and Magog than that of Ezekiel Chapters 38 and 39), to gather them together to battle (not the battle of Armageddon; but the battle as described in these next verses): the number of whom is as the sand of the sea. 

And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints about, and the beloved city (Jerusalem): and fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them (this is a very, very, very … short battle; the LORD God just simply consumed them with fire in a fraction of time! The Dispensation (6) of Grace was overtaken at the beginning of the Dispensation (7) of Righteousness & Peace (i.e., the 1000 years. Therefore, no source of mercy\ grace was available to be afforded those of this Gog\ Magog army. Also Numbers Chapter 20 is the prophetic type which declares Jesus shall not be sacrificed a second time for sin!). 

And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.

Revelation 20:7 through 20:10
I am persuaded the logical conclusion about Dispensations is that each of us has our own “personal dispensation”! We know it as living this lifetime (which is less than one hundred (100) years for most folks)! And during our personal dispensation the LORD God expects us to discover the Wisdom that is Him; that we embrace Him for more life according to the method He has set in place through His Son, Jesus the Christ and savior of the human race! He has seen to it that we have His Book (His Word); the Judeo – Christian Bible, so that we can make correct and right decision(s). This is what life is all about, FIRST. But it is our decision to want to. And I’m persuaded He knows that we are able to figure it out (with available help of the Holy Spirit); after all, He created us! Amen.

The Kinsman Redeemer – The LORD God instructed Moses to implement the principle describing the “Kinsman Redeemer” into the law and commandments to Israel. 

This speaks of one having much seeing his kinsman with little, or no means to help himself, even to the extent of not having what is needed to continue day to day living. And the kinsman with much “choose as his responsibility” to meet the redeeming needs of his kinsman (See Deuteronomy Chapter 15)!
The primary message of the Book of Ruth describes the Kinsman Redeemer through the relationship of Boaz and Ruth. 

Obviously Boaz, the kinsman redeemer of Ruth is a type of the Lord Jesus Christ not only redeeming Israel at His first visitation in the world, but Jesus is the ultimate Kinsman Redeemer that redeems “whosoever will” unto the Father according to John 3:16!

Recall what the LORD God instructed Moses to write in Genesis 1:26 and 1:27:

Gen 1:26  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

Gen 1:27  So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. 

Bible researchers speculate this occurred about Six Thousand Two Hundred (6200) Years Ago: The Creation of Adam (Man in the image of God; never done before!? Thus, man is created one hundred (100) percent man, and akin to God!?) 

But then Physical Life continued, without Life of the Spirit after the man, Adam sinned against God in disobedience– Genesis Chapter 3 forward …

And so, relationship between God and man can be made right again; but only if there is a “Kinsman Redeemer” to complete the redemption!

In my mind the implication here spawns answers to several questions as follows:

· There is no missing link between any prehistory creature and this man, Adam that is akin to God; and therefore redeemable (or can be brought back!)? Thus, the dog is not redeemable; there can be another one, but not the same one, ever! And so, any person rejecting John 3:16 (although redeemable) achieve the unredeemable state as the dog? And the finality of their living shall be that of grass in the field, as described by Isaiah Chapter 40:6 through 40:8!

Mat  7:6  Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast ye your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you. 

Mat  15:26  But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs. 

Mat  15:27  And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table. 

· The Holy Spirit of God commanded manifestation of God the Son, Jesus in the flesh, whereby the fallen may become redeemed Son of Adam; and therefore akin to God? Thus, Jesus had to be (of necessity); one hundred (100) percent man, and one hundred (100) percent God?

· No one shall ever compile a list of all the attributes of the Eternal Almighty God whereby it may be determined, how much of Himself God put in Adam, and therefore the human race?
1Jn  3:2  Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 

· Is there anything too hard for the LORD, or is there anything impossible with the LORD God?

Jer_32:17  Ah Lord GOD! behold, thou hast made the heaven and the earth by thy great power and stretched out arm, and there is nothing too hard for thee: 

Jer_32:27  Behold, I am the LORD, the God of all flesh: is there any thing too hard for me? 

Mat_19:26  But Jesus beheld them, and said unto them, With men this is impossible; but with God all things are possible. 

Mar_9:23  Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible to him that believeth. 

Mar_10:27  And Jesus looking upon them saith, With men it is impossible, but not with God: for with God all things are possible. 

Mar_14:36  And he said, Abba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; take away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will, but what thou wilt. 

And so, given the “fact and reality” that Jesus was crucified, then raised from the dead, yours truly is convinced this is the only way any seed of Adam could live again; and not die the death of a dog. But only the dog, not having a soul would escape eternal punishment!
