Abomination of Desolation 
Abomination is when those things God does to save the human race from eternal destruction are ignored, trampled upon, and counted as nothing to be considered, or useful!

Desolation is when those things God does to save the human race from eternal destruction are ignored, trampled upon, and counted as nothing to be considered, or useful; And alternate choices are therefore “desolate; vanity; has no benefit; can not help now; has never helped in the past, and shall not help in the future to the eternal salvation of anyone!

The event of Abomination of Desolation Jesus prophesied of in Matthew 24:15 shall be a time of unprecedented, “terrible horribleness”! 

Flesh eating birds (eagles, scavengers like buzzards and crows) will gather where ever carcasses (dead bodies) are fallen. This will be the environment indicative of “Abomination of Desolation” Daniel the prophet spoke about!

So what did Daniel say?

Daniel 9:27

And he (Messiah/ Jesus; not the man of sin; the subject of the previous verses is about Messiah, not the man of sin!) shall confirm the covenant with many (of Israel) for one week (7 years): and in the midst of the week [or after one half week (three and one half years) of ministry] He (Jesus) shall cause the (animal) sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it (animal sacrifice) desolate, even until the consummation (which is at the time of the second (2nd) coming of Jesus), and that determined (the sacrifice of Jesus/ Messiah) shall be poured upon (or put in place of) the now desolate (animal sacrifice). 

Thus, animal sacrifice was taken away at the end of 3 ½ years of ministry by the “sacrifice & resurrection of Jesus”. But there remains another 3 ½ years to be fulfilled, because the original prophetic requirement was that Jesus would confirm the covenant for seven (7) years!
This is the prophecy (Daniel 9:27) Jesus addressed in Matthew Chapter 24 as follows:

Mat 24:15  When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand) The Tabernacle\ Temple was certainly referred to as the Holy Place; the Temple Mount have been considered, “a Holy Place”, and on occasion the City of Jerusalem was thought of as “the Holy City”! And so, it seems Jesus may have been intentionally vague about which Holy Place He meant, specifically?
Mat 24:16  Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains: 

Mat 24:17  Let him which is on the housetop not come down to take any thing out of his house: 

Mat 24:18  Neither let him which is in the field return back to take his clothes.
Mat 24:19  And woe unto them that are with child, and to them that give suck in those days! 

Mat 24:20  But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day: 

Mat 24:21  For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be. 

Mat 24:22  And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be saved: but for the elect's sake those days shall be shortened. 

Mat 24:23  Then if any man shall say unto you, Lo, here is Christ, or there; believe it not. 

Mat 24:24  For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall shew great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect. 

Mat 24:25  Behold, I have told you before (on other occasions). 

Mat 24:26  Wherefore if they shall say unto you, Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the secret chambers; believe it not. 

Mat 24:27  For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. 

Mat 24:28  For wheresoever the carcase (dead body) is, there will the eagles be gathered together. 
Just as during Dispensation (5) of Law; desecration of the sacrifice (i.e., animal sacrifice the LORD God gave to Moses) was Abomination of Desolation; so too is it that rejection\ desecration of the sacrifice of the LORD God today as we live under the Dispensation (6) of Grace through the sacrifice of Jesus? 
Therefore, shall returning to animal sacrifice, even that given to Moses, also be, “Abomination of Desolation”?
Daniel 11:31 prophesied that the sacrifice of the LORD God would be desecrated; And secular history recorded that this event occurred in 167 B.C.,  when Antiochus IV (Epiphanes), the king of Syria, came to Jerusalem and desecrated the Temple by offering the sacrifice of a pig on the altar to Zeus. This resulted in what secular history recorded as the Maccabean Revolt.

And even though scripture does not say so, specifically your truly is persuated Levitical Priests at the time that had become “Hellenized” put up no resistance to Antiochus IV Epiphanes desecrating the LORD’s Sacrifice!
So then the question becomes, “is it only Abomination of Desolation if and when the man of sin suspends animal sacrifice as some Bible teachers say, or is it the beginning again of animal sacrificing too, which the LORD God has already removed by the sacrifice of Jesus”? 

Yours truly have not encountered any Judeo – Christian Bible Scripture that plan for sacrificing Jesus a second (2nd) time! Moses was instructed to strike the rock on one occasion, only! The second occasion of Israel’s murmuring about not having water, beginning in Numbers 20:8 the LORD God instructed Moses to speak to the rock. But Moses in his anger at the people struck the rock, which was the type of a second (2nd) sacrifice of Jesus Messiah! Because of this event the LORD God did not allow Moses and Aaron to enter the promise land.
